Exhortation
This is th¢ spiritual gift where the Spirit enables certain Christians to deliver chalienging and
encouraging words. See Romans 12:8, Acts 11:23-24, Acts 14:21-22, Acts 15:32
Faith
This is the spiritual gift where the Spirit provides Christians with great conﬁdence to believe
and expect great things from God. See I Corinthians 12:9, Romans 5:1, Romans 12:3,
Hebrews 11
Giving
This is the spiritual gift where the Spirit enables certain Christians to accumulate and give
large amounts of their finances to the glory of God. See Romans 12:8, Acts 4:32-37,
Galatians 4.15, Philippians 4:10-18, Il Corinthians 8:1-5
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Helps/Serving/Ministering

This is the spiritual gift where the Spirit empowers certain Christians to render practical help
in both physical and spiritual matters. Serving one another, like evangelism, is a calling of all
Christians, but there are some who have a special desire to serve, and receive great blessing
from it.
